2. Personal data of the participants are processed for the purpose of:

- recruitment, organisation and service of  46. SCHOLA CANTORUM – Tadeusz Krokos International Festival of Early Music Ensembles and 30th Contest ‘Visual Arts Inspired by Early Music’,                  
- contact with participants, guardians or delegating institutions,

- conducting the event and documenting the course of the event,

- publication of the results, presentation of laureates and promotion of the Festival and the Contest,

- recording and disseminating the image of participants in information and promotional materials of the Organiser.

3. Participants' personal data are processed on the following legal bases:
- Article 6(1)(e) of the GDPR – execution of a public interest task in the field of cultural activities and event promotion,                     
- Article 6(1)(c) GDPR – performance of the controller's legal obligations under the provisions of the Act of 14 July 1983 on the National Archival Resources and Archives,
- Article 6(1)(a) GDPR – the data subject's freely given consent for the publication of their image and promotional materials.

4. In the case of data processing under Article 6(1)(c) GDPR, you have the right to access your data, rectify it, and restrict its processing.
5. If processing is based on Article 6(1)(e) of the GDPR, you have the right to object to the processing of your personal data on grounds relating to your particular situation.
6. You have the right to withdraw your consent at any time, for processing of data based on Article 6(1)(a) GDPR, and this withdrawal shall not affect the lawfulness of processing based on consent before its withdrawal.
7. The Administrator may process the following personal data of participants: name and surname, information on belonging to the age group specified in the regulations (in the case of the art Contest) or to the age category specified in the regulations based on the participant's date of birth (in the case of the music Festival), town/city (without the exact address), e-mail address and telephone number (in the case of the art Contest), name and address of the delegating institution, name of the ensemble (in the case of the music Festival), name and surname of the legal guardian (in the case of underage participants), as well as the image of the participant recorded in the form of photos, audio and video recordings.
8. Recipients of the data may include: authorized employees of the Administrator, co-organizers of the Festival and Contest, partners and media patrons of the event, entities providing technical, IT, and promotional services on behalf of the Administrator, and entities authorized to obtain data under applicable law. The data will not be transferred to third countries.
9. Personal data will be stored for the period necessary to implement the event and for archival purposes in accordance with the Act of 14 July 1983 on National Archival Resources and Archives. Data processed on the basis of consent – ​​until its withdrawal or the purpose for processing ceases.
10. You have the right to access your data, obtain a copy thereof, the right to rectify it, limit its processing or delete it (if the law allows it), as well as the right to lodge a complaint with the President of the Personal Data Protection Office
11. To exercise the above rights, you can contact the Administrator or the Data Protection Officer at the address provided above. The scope of your rights depends on the legal basis for data processing.
12. Personal data will not be used for automated decision-making or profiling.
