Qualification and assessment of works is done by the Jury appointed by Contest Organiser.
4. ASSESSMENT CRITERIA:

1. Compliance of content and artistic form with Contest theme.
2. New, interesting implementation forms.
3. Correctness of an artistic composition.
4. An overall artistic expression of a work.
Artistic and photographic works sent should be an artistic creation of the Contest idea. Photographs may document events connected with early music.
5. PRIZES:
1. Laureates and their artistic supervisors will receive in-kind prizes.
2. Laureates and their artistic supervisors can take part in art workshops (prior registration required) and in all Festival events after paying part of accommodation and meal costs.
6. CONDITIONS OF ACCEPTING WORKS FOR PARTICIPATING IN THE CONTEST:

1. Work must be described according to an application form, which is an appendix to the Rules.

2. The filled-in form should be glued at the back of a contest work.

3. Lack of the application form is equivalent to an exclusion of the work from the Contest.

7. NOTICE:

1. Works can be framed in neither a passe-partout nor in any other way.
2. Works sent after the deadline, not done in compliance with Rules, incorrectly marked or damaged due to wrong packaging will not be taken into account.
3. The Organisers will inform about the date, venue and form of a post-contest exhibition till 30 January 2026.
8. IMPORTANT:

1. The Organiser of the Contest reserves the right to publish and reproduce contest works without paying royalty. 
2.
